Appropriations Ordinance — Mitchell presented draft of appatipns ordinance for
fiscal year ending March 31, 2008. Alderman Strohecker badral changes. City
Building Repairs needs to be raised $100,000 as the 111 Southl®ritding will need a
new roof this year. The Treasurer announced this withbehree way split. Alderman
Macomber and Alderman Strohecker agreed to get bidbdomof. All seemed to agree
to put on a pitched roof — possibly a tin roof. Someisrteying to buy the land across
from Brothers Inn on Route 64. If annexed in, City wikdeo supply water and sewer.
Alderman Strohecker recommends adding these expensesappifopriations. Mitchell
announced negotiations are in process. Mayor feels aeot appropriate on
speculation. Alderman Strohecker suggested increasingéhigelms for construct water
and sewer lines. Alderman Strohecker reported he natieedree Board amount was
increased. Strohecker would like to see it reduced by $4,000 and pohtingency.
Strohecker announced the Tree Board Chair calls thé& @lefind out what the balance
is. The Tree Board Chair is using the full $20,000 for treleach year the account is
zeroed out. Mayor announced he gets proposal from Boeed. Alderman Weaver
announced he has been hearing about the trees on thalkgl@ewShannon — why can'’t
we have that? Alderman Strohecker suggested raisiag behind the Special Touch.
Alderman Strohecker inquired when the Tree Board me&sgenzler announced they
don’t. Mayor Barnes suggested proposing these idea® tGhhirperson. When asked
who was currently on the Tree Board, the Clerk repotiied Libberton, Chair, Les
Guenzler, Deb Zuck and Rick Weber. Alderman Stroheckertiqned why we were
purchasing trees from Hanover. Alderman Stroheckercaiitact Libberton. Alderman
Macomber suggested tabling the ordinance for now and waiteigotiations. Mitchell
feels there will be a decision on purchase within the tveo weeks. Alderman Huggins
announced there is no advantage for the TIF districtaly help in getting grants. Too
close together, IDOT may not approve access.

Water & Sewer — no report.

Streets & Property — Alderman Strohecker announced whareheto Medallion to talk
with Myers, Myers asked if he brought a road. Myers guestl if MSA was going to
be involved in the road project. Alderman Strohecker axpthto Myers, the City
cannot afford a million dollar road. Strohecker suggestétthgeMedallion to clean up
lot (trees). Scrape down three feet and put in bade foy under $10,000. Strohecker
and Myers put in stakes where they want the road. Tibptwelve inches of road rock
and let set over winter. Alderman Strohecker thinkscae put road in for under
$100,000 — no IDOT funds used. If we use MFT funds, we must neguirements.
Sewer line is about five feet down. Don't need watet sewer out there. If another
business comes in, then address again.

Alderman
Strohecker is suggesting a gravel extension and let truoksver it. Mayor Barnes feels
we may have all gravel road as current road is alrpaetyy bad. Guenzler suggested
having the Township come in and grind it down. Alderman dvideer inquired if we
were looking at 2007 or 2008. Alderman Strohecker feels italleto the bosses, it
won't take long — possibly one month.
